CURRENT ISSUES 

The last newsletter (September 2008) outlined in detail what the HRA does.  Looking ahead to the coming 
year, there are some key issues affecting the HRA area, including parking problems, speeding traffic, and 
planning issues.   The committee will meet regularly to discuss these and other issues of local importance, 
whilst also continuing to organise varied social events to provide opportunities for the local community to get 
together and meet.  If you have issues that you think should be discussed, or have suggestions for social 
events, please raise them with your road representative. 

 

HOLLYBUSH RECREATION GROUND – PLAYGROUND REFURBISHM ENT 

Following two public consultations – including input from the HRA - new play equipment has been chosen.  All 
the play equipment is being replaced, and the new playground will include double the number of swings, 
equipment for children of different ages, and safety features.  The HRA is contributing a sturdy wooden bench 
with arms, so parents and grandparents can enjoy seeing their children and grandchildren enjoying the new 
facilities.  The playground will be closed for around two weeks, and we understand that the work will be 
undertaken in March or April. 

 

SALT BINS 

The need for salt bins became apparent in the recent snow and ice.  The HRA has requested these for 
strategic locations in the Area. 

 

TRAFFIC CALMING 

The HRA is actively seeking the introduction of traffic calming measures to try to reduce speeding along Seal 
Hollow Road. 

 

CONSERVATION AREA 

SDC has been consulting on the Conservation Area Appraisal for Vine Court.  This review includes a more 
detailed analysis of the Conservation Area, and it is pleasing to note that this draws upon the HRA’s 
“Hollybush on the Map” (1999).  The Appraisal provides planning guidance, and outlines some of the benefits 
and responsibilities that go with being a resident in a conservation area.  One piece of feedback is that the 
prominent tree at the southern end of Vine Court Road (outside the Vine Baptist Church), felled last year is 
confirmed by the Council’s Arboriculturalist as having been dead; the Highway Authority has promised a 
replacement. 

 

SOCIAL EVENTS 

As usual we are planning various events for 2009.  These are likely to include: 

·  Afternoon tea – date to be confirmed but likely to be 28 June 
·  A local walk covering items of interest 



·  The possibility of an afternoon/evening concert in Hollybush Recreation Ground.
